Dadabhai Naoroji, organized the East India Association in London to influence British
public opinion to promote Indian welfare.

The first session of the Indian National Congress at Bombay in December, 1885. It was
presided over by W.C.Banerjee.

V.D. Savarkar has organized the Abhinava Bharat which was a popular secret society of
revolutionaries.

In June 1914, the first world war broke out.

Jawaharlal Nehru was made the president of the congress at the historic Lahore session of
1929.

The British Government sent a Cabinet Mission in March 1946 to negotiate with Indian
leaders the terms for transfer of power to Indians.

In September 1946, an interim cabinet, headed by Jawaharlal Nehru was formed by the
congress.

Lord Mountbatten was sent as the last viceroy in March 1947.

Lord Curzan divided the province of Bengal into two parts.
